According to Dr. Robert Campbell, pediatric cardiologist at Children’s Healthcare of Atlanta, “Sudden cardiac death happens without warning. The sudden loss of heart function affects over 1,000 children and adolescents every year in the United States.”  In the Atlanta metro area, 8 children collapsed due to Sudden Cardiac Arrest at school just in the third quarter of 2008. 
By partnering with the Marcus Jewish Community Center of Atlanta (MJCCA), Nader’s favorite place for sports and camp, we have found a way to celebrate Nader’s life, raise awareness of sudden cardiac arrest in children and promote the important role AED’s play in saving lives.
